families in Frederick to overcome homelessness. The celebration will include a

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In February, 1988, a group of concerned individuals and church representa-

tives, led by All Saints Episcopal Parish, met with social service agencies and
community service organizations to look at the issue of homelessness in Frederick

County. From these meetings a plan was formulated, paperwork drawn up and

on April 29, 1988, the State of Maryland granted Advocates (then called Advo-
cates for the Homeless) its charter; the IRS granted 501(c)3 nonprofit status on
September 27, and the organization was then officially in business. Advocates
changed its name in 1993 to Advocates for Homeless Families, to reflect/its
mission to serve families exclusively. Advocates has served over 800 families
